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Wet-plate collodion photography

+ developed 1n 1851 by Frederick Scott Archer
o clean the glass plate (extremely well)
o flow the glass plate with "salted" (1odide/bromide) collodion
e immerse the plate in a silver nitrate bath (for 3-5 minutes)
 expose the plate (from one second to several minutes)
 develop the plate (using an ferrous sulfate based developer)

e fix the plate (with potassium cyanide or sodium thiosulfate)
+ any number of prints can be made

+ exposure must immediately follow silvering,
so requires a traveling darkroom
